UNIFORM POLICY

     Uniforms are a vital part of many organizations. Boy Scouts has one of the most recognizable uniforms in the world. A uniform, when worn correctly, shows pride in the organization they represent and the wearer’s accomplishments. Boy Scouts has a set standard on uniforms, but most troops emphasize some parts a little differently, as not to take away the integrity on the uniform itself. Our troop’s policies on the “Class A” and “Class B” uniforms are as follows:

Class “A”
     Definition of a full Class “A” uniform is: the official Boy Scout long pants (Old or new style), belt and shirt, or official Boy Scout shorts, socks, belt and shirt. We do realize that for boys between the ages of 11-18 years of age growth occurs and official uniforms aren’t cheap. For this reason we are lenient. We are, however, not lenient when it comes to summer camp. All Troop 68 members are required to have one of the Class “A” uniforms previously explained for this occasion. The troop does accept scout pants, shorts and shirts that have been outgrown. We keep a box for this in the garage and any scout can donate or take from the box at any time. Scout hats, neckerchiefs, etc. are optional.
Class “B”
     The “other” uniform is the Class “B”. The Class “B” is the official Troop 68 t-shirt or any scout related t-shirt. We’ve always had a need for another uniform that says “we are a group” without feeling that we are over-dressed or stuffy. In the early 90’s we started wearing a Troop 68 t-shirt. Upon joining the troop each new scout is given one t-shirt. After that additional t-shirt can be purchased from the troop for $8.00. The present Class “B” for our troop is the dark green shirt with the troop’s logo, printed in khaki, over the upper left front of the t-shirt. The Class “B” t-shirt should be worn when not wearing the Class “A” uniform. We try to keep the scouts informed when they should wear the Class “A” uniform. All other times the Class “A” is optional.
